The assistance was
extended to Kashiram
Tripura (35) and his famuly,
who suffered severe burn
mjuries when a gas cylinder
caught fire at their bamboo
house 1in Karna Kishore
Para, Dalapati under
Dumburnagar Block on
Saturday night.

Kashiram, his wife Alarani
(28) and their children

Majesh (6) and Doctorani (7)
suffered severe burn
injuries and were first taken
to Gandacherra Hospital

before being referred to GBP
Hospital in Agartala for
further treatment

The donation drive began
after an appeal for help
circulated on social media.
Responding promptly, JMC
students went around
various departments and
offices inside the university
seeking contributions.
Teachers, students, officers
and other staff members
came forward to support the
initiative. Later in the
evening, a group of
students visited GBP
Hospital and handed over

the collected amount to the
victim’s father, Ananta
Imipura(55). Ananta said his
son is partially blind in one
