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Report of implementation of the Reservation Policy of Govt. of India for sc/ST/OBC/PWD 

in appointment of teaching and non-teaching positions as well as admissions. 

1 Post Based Reservation policy of Govt. of India for SC/ST/OBc/PWD is followed in Tripura 

University for appointment of teaching positions. Method of Recruitment- Direct recruitment 

otherwise than by open competition. Ratio of reservation (category wise) maintained by the 

University is as mentioned below- 

() Professors- SC-16.66% and ST- 7.5% 

i) Associate professors- SC-16.66% and ST-7.5% 

(ii) Assistant Professors- SC-16.66%, ST-7.5% and OBC(NCL)-25.84% 

2. Post Based Reservation policy of Govt. of India for sC/ST/OBC/PWD positions is followed in the 

University for appointment of non-teaching group A' & '8' by direct recruitment otherwise than by 

open competition. Ratio of reservation (category wise) maintained by the University is as 

mentioned below- 

a) For Direct Recruitment-SC-16.66%, ST-7.5% and OBC{NCL}- 25.84% 

(b) For Promotion- SC-15% and ST-7.5%, no reservation in promotion for OBC. 

3. Reservation policy for appointment of non-teaching group 'C& "D by direct recruitment in 

Tripura University is being followed category wise as per the guide line issued in the DOPT letter 

No.36017/1/2004-Estt.(Res) dated.5th July 2005 of Govt. of India as mentioned below. 

a) For Direct recruitment to Group C and D is on the basis of proportion of population in the 

respective States. Ratio of SCs/STs/0BCs reservation in the State of Tripura is- SC-17%, ST-31% and 

OBC(NCL)- 2% i.e Ceiling of 50% reservation -(SC 17%+ST 31%)=2% 

(b) For promotion to Group-C and Group-D, the reservation ratio being followed is- SC-15% and ST-

7.5% 

4. Reservation in admission is followed as per the guidelines of The Central Educational Institutions 

(Reservation in Admission) Amendment Act, 2012, published in the extraordinary issue of Gazette of 

india, on June 20, 2012. As per this guideline reservation ratio of admission of different reserved 

categories are- ST-31%, SC-17% and OBC(NCL)-2% % i.e Ceiling of 50% reservation (SC 17%+ST 

31%)=2% from the Academic Session 2013-14 and prior to that reservation ratio was- SC-15%, ST 

7.5% and 0BC(NCL)-27% till the academic session 2012-13. 

5. For appointment of PH category, reservation policy of Govt. of India for SC/ST/OBC/PH is foliowed 

in Tripura University by computing 3% reservation on the total number of vacancies in the 

respective cadre strength of Group-A,B,C & D horizontally.
