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Introduction

The students are the most important stakeholders of any Higher Education systems. Both internal
quality assurance and external quality assurance largely depends on the interest and participation
of students at all levels in in the University. We need to ensure that students have a voice at
various decisions making processes, and the views of students are to be considered as the

primary evidence on which University shall act upon.

Considering the COVID-19 situation this survey was conducted online using the University LMS
and Google form. Anonymity of the respondent was maintained and the time frame was chosen
so that the students can give their feedback on their overall stay in this University. The online
survey was conducted among final semester students of the Tripura University. Out of 1249
students of the final semester a total of 953 students participated in the survey. The survey form
was circulated among the students after completion of their final semester examination. The
survey was opened for 10 days (24/09/2020 — 03/10/2020) to receive the feedback from
students. The questionnaire comprising 44 questions covering major aspects like 1. Course
Content, 2. Teaching Learning Process, 3. Curriculum /Syllabus / Evaluation process, 4.
Library/ Sports/others, 5. Administration etc. were asked and all were made optional for
responses. Scoring was done on three to five point scales depending on the suitability of

respondent’s ease of perception. Question were on the following aspects-

Teachers' knowledge , communication ability, punctuality to the class, preparedness for the
classes , encouragement for participation and discussion in classes, attention to academically

weaker students, friendly and helpful attitude, evaluation Process etc.

Completion and way of syllabus covered, Opinion about the library resources, Availability of

reading materials, Internal assessment system, Feel on the programme studied.

Student-teacher relationship in the University as a whole, in the department. Hostel facilities,

health care facilities, extracurricular activities, Sports facilities etc.

The quality parameters of the institution in the above criteria’s are being analyzed to find status
of quality profile for the year in relation to vision of the University. The findings shall help the
University to introspect on the strengths and weaknesses and strategize for future improvement

in the profile of the University.
