1. Author(s)/Contributor(s) are requested to submit the final paper/article/review

electronically via e-mail strictly to saraswat@tripurauniv.in. Any other

mode of submission will not be accepted.

The paper should be within 4000-6000 words. Please mention the Word Count.

Typographical, spelling and grammatical errors should be avoided.

4. The paper should be typed in MS Word, Times New Roman 12 point font in
double space.

5. The title should be followed by the name of the author and his/ her affiliation as
well as ORCID ID (if available).

6. Should strictly adhere to the latest edition of MLA/ APA (as provided in the
sample format attached).

7. Should have an abstract of 200 words and keywords.

8. All submissions should be in the form of original and unpublished research
work of high quality. Simultaneous publication in any other journal is
unacceptable and not permitted.
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9. All submissions shall be accompanied by a 100 word brief biodata of the author
with photo (in JPEG) in a separate MS Word File.
10. In all cases of selection for publication etc. the decision of the Editorial board

shall be deemed final.
11.  The process of shortlisting and selection after submission shall be completed in
due course of time and intimation of acceptance etc. shall be sent subsequently.
12.  All submissions should invariably be accompanied by a declaration by the author
